OUTCOMES FOR INDIVIDUALS WHO PARTICIPATED IN EVALUATION


	EOTC served over 3,000 children and adults from July 2010 through June 2011.  Demographically, program participants were generally low-income and un- or under-employed.    Among these participants:   52% reported that they had no medical coverage; 66% had less than a 12th grade education; 47% were single parents; and 40% had minority backgrounds.

	Family Center/Parents as Teachers Program 
	98% of parents/caregivers demonstrated new parenting and life skills when measured at 12-week intervals.  10% of the families at high risk for child abuse demonstrated major improvement in their parenting skills. 85 children impacted.  

	Parent-Child Home Program                (children in limited-English-speaking families)
	96% of the 47 children demonstrated age-appropriate language and cognitive skills as measured by the Ages & Stages Developmental Questionnaire. 96% of 4-yr old participants were fully prepared to enter Kindergarten.

	Toddler Play & Learn Group
	80% of participants exhibited age appropriate developmental skills as a result of their program involvement.   23 children were evaluated,

	School Age Mothers’ Parenting Program
	85% of the 68 school-age moms demonstrated improved skills/positive parenting beliefs as measured by class participation and assignments.

	The Incredible Years Program                   (targets families at risk for child abuse)
	85% of 104 parents evaluated increased use of positive reinforcement practices with their children. 65 children participated in program activities. Advanced IY Programming (8 week voluntary program) 90% of families participating demonstrated an increase in the use of positive communication and coping skills 

	Early Head Start

(serving financially limited families)
	97% of parents & caregivers demonstrated new skills measured by reports & observations; 68% demonstrated very satisfactory progress with their parenting abilities.  77 children & 8 pregnant mothers were served.

	Supervised Visitation and related services for children and their non-custodial parents


	96% of the 63 non-custodial parents developed co-parenting plans and showed increased understanding of their parenting roles/responsibilities. 79% of these parents demonstrated very satisfactory progress.  93 children participated in supervised visitation with their non-custodial parents.

	Time Limited Family Reunification 
(stabilizes families in the foster care system with goal of children & parents reuniting)  
	88% of participants moved closer to stability/full-time family reunification as measured by families' completion of benchmark goals. 29 children were served.  

	Youth Mentoring  – neighborhood-based FRIENDS/ Amigos program

	68% of students who provided report cards maintained their grades and 49% improved by 1/2 grade or better.   63 children showed gains in social-emotional skills as a result of participation.       

	Promoting Responsible Fatherhood -        24/7 Dad groups held at the Family Center and inside Lackawanna County Prison
	100% of the 25 enrollees showed improved understanding of their fatherhood role; 79% demonstrated excellent progress in assigned goals. 20 children of incarcerated dads participated in EOTC's jail visitation and/or Dad-Read-to-Me video program.

	Promoting Responsible Fatherhood

 through Employment

	75% of the 92 participating dads increased opportunities to improve income by completing pre-employment training activities.  42% of the enrollees maintained employment for the 3-6 month follow-up period or longer.

	Employment & Life Coaching for Court-referred Non-Incarcerated Offenders 

(County Intermediate & Restricted Intermediate Punishment programs)
	88% of Intermediate-level offenders demonstrated progress in goal areas; 38% retained jobs for 150-180 days. Among Restricted-Intermediate offenders, 77% of the enrollees demonstrated progress; 23% met goals for employment.  

	Life Skills Education for offenders at Lackawanna County Prison
	73% of Adult Literacy enrollees passed the GED exam by year-end; 97% improved in all subjects; 67% showed significant improvement.  98% of participants in Drug & Alcohol and Anger Management classes demonstrated satisfactory progress or better.  99% of Life Skills class enrollees showed gains; 72% exhibited very satisfactory improvement.  609 prisoners enrolled in various day & evening classes.  

	Lackawanna County Prison

Inmate Assessments
	1,205 prisoners received risk/resource assessments.  Recommendations for positive community re-entry were provided to 238 females and 967 male offenders. 

	Job Search Group - weekly open-entry program for the community's job seekers
	Over 1,400 job postings & referrals were provided.  588 individuals completed job search/career sessions; 224 received customized resumes.
